attend assemblies run by the
Daniel Spargo-Mabbs
Foundation on the dangers of

drug & alcohol use. Daniel

Spargo-Mabbs was a Croydon educated teenager who
sadly died after taking an illegal drug that had been
mixed with a lethal dose. It was the first time he had
done this, but he lost his life.

Daniel’s mother Fiona Spargo-Mabbs talked to the
students about the risks of drug abuse and the need to
ensure that all children have an emergency contact
number logged onto their phone without the need for
the phone to be un-locked. This is very easy to do, and
could save the emergency services vital time in
contacting you and getting help for your child.

Students were incredibly respectful during the

assembly and spoke later of the impact it had on them.
