Task 1 - Listen to ‘The China History Podcasts’ Episode 4 — The Great Leap Forward.

Task 3 — Create a timeline of the final four Tsars of Romanov Russia.

In order to understand the revolutions of 1917 in Russia, you need to understand the context of the previous rulers!
Create a timeline of the final four Tsars of Romanov Russia. Include: a picture; the years in which they ruled; any wars
that took place during their reigns; the type of rule they wanted (what was their personality like? Were they popular?
How did they see their role as Tsar?); and a key reform that was introduced during their reign. The Tsars you need to
include are: Nicholas I, Alexander II, Alexander Ill and Nicholas Il

Task 4 — Create a timeline of all Soviet rulers of Russia.

The course itself is focused on Soviet Russia, so you need to know these leaders well too! Include: a picture; the years
in which they ruled; a key economic reform they introduced; a key social reform they introduced; the type of rule they
wanted (what was their personality like? Were they popular? How did they see their role as Tsar?); how their time in
power ended (e.g.: death). The leaders you need to include are: Lenin, Stalin, Khrushchev, Brezhnev, Andropov,
Chernenko, Gorbachev, and (not Soviet but still important!) Yeltsin and Putin.

Task 5 — Watch this documentary about the British Empire.
Research the colonial History of all of the countries mentioned in the documentary.
